Whitlock, of Baltimore, Maryland, has a record of 2-0-2 with
one knockout and is coming off a first-round stoppage over
Josue Rivera on November 14 in Washington, D.C.

Hernandez of San Bernadino, California has a record of 2-6
with two knockouts.

“We are very excited to have this great night of boxing,” said
