
Yunusov  stops  Salinas  in
seven to remain undefeated
Bethlehem, PA (November 18, 2018) –This past Friday night,
Three-time Olympian Anvar Yunusov remained perfect by stopping
Jose Salinas in the 7th round of their scheduled eight-round
junior lightweight bout the headlined a nine-bout card at
The Sands Bethlehem Event Center.

The show was promoted by King’s Promotions.

Yunusov, who competed in the 2008, 2012 and 2016 Olympics for
his  native  country  Tajikistan,  dominated  the  action,  and
finally broke Salinas down in the 7th frame.

With the win, Yunusov, who now resides in Philadelphia has a
record of 6-0 with three knockouts.

Salinas of Las Cruces, New Mexico falls to 10-4-1.

“We are thrilled with Anvar’s performance. Salinas had fought
and defeated some credible opponents, and Anvar fought very
well, and we are excited for what 2019 will hold for him,”
said Marshall Kauffman of King’s Promotions.

In  the  co-feature,  debuting  Jeffrey  Torres  thrilled  his
hometown fans with a four-round unanimous decision over Steven
Lopez in a bantamweight contest.

Torres of Bethlehem is 1-0. Lopez of Philadelphia is 0-3.

Big  heavyweight,  Michael  Coffie  remained  undefeated  by
stopping veteran Jamaal Woods.

Despite his record, Woods was game, but the 277 pound Coffie
was too much and finally got his foe out of there at 2:50 in
the 4th frame.
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Coffie of Brooklyn is 6-0 with five knockouts. Woods of Forest
City, Arkansas is 18-44-7.

Joseph George took a six-round unanimous decision from Josue
Obando in a light heavyweight bout.

George of Houston is now 8-0. Obando of Mexico gave a good
effort, but is now 16-25-1.

Christian Montano needed just 2:05 of the 1st round to take
out Paul Holley in their scheduled six-round cruiserweight
bout.

Montano scored three knockdowns, with the final coming from a
hard body shot.

Montano of Houston is 8-0 with seven knockouts. Holley falls
to 6-2-1.

Alejandro  Jimenez  remained  undefeated  with  a  four-round
unanimous  decision  over  Desmond  Moore  in  a  battle  of
previously  undefeated  bantamweights.

Jimenez of New Hope, PA is 4-0. Moore of Allentown, PA is
1-1-1.

Good looking bantamweight prospect Yeuri Andujar made it two
straight stoppage victories with a 1st round stoppage over
debuting Haziz Self of Philadelphia.

Andujar of Reading, PA is 2-0 with both wins coming early.

In a fight heavyweight conetst featuring previously undefeated
light heavyweight, Travis Toledo took an entertaining four-
round majority decision over Kendall Cannida.

Both guys had their moments in the spirited brawl, but it was
Toledo who came away with the victory to raise his mark to
3-0. Cannida of Philadelphia drops to 2-1.

Vincent  Floyd  used  two  1st  round  knockdowns  to  catapult



himself to a four-round unanimous decision over Ricky Nuno in
a welterweight clash.

Nuno made a great effort after the 1st round, but he dug
himself too far of a hole to catch Floyd.

Floyd of Philadelphia is 4-5-1. Nuno of Bethlehem is 2-2.

January  22,  2018  –  Victory  and  Now  Boxing  Promotions’
prospects are staying busy in the new year. The promotions’
top prospect, Jaron “Boots” Ennis (17-0, 15KO) is back in
action  this  Friday,  January  26th  in  his  hometown  of
Philadelphia. The 20 year old boxer, widely considered the
best prospect in Philadelphia, will appear on the Real Deal
Boxing card at Sugarhouse Casino. Brian Norman Jr., son of
super middleweight Brian Norman (17-11, 5KO) of Atlanta, won
in  his  professional  debut  in  Houston  on  Saturday,  and
Christian Montano advanced to 4-0 (4KO) on the same card. All
three fighters are managed by Cameron Dunkin and promoted by
Chris  Middendorf  of  Victory  Boxing  Promotions,  and  Joseph
Dunkin of Now Boxing Promotions.

Welterweight Brian Norman, Jr., who is trained by his father,
dropped Kire Lucas (0-3) with a body shot before finishing him
with another body shot in one minute, 31 seconds of the first
round. Montano also finished his opponent in the first round,
stopping the experienced Keith Collins with a hook to the
body, and straight right to the head at the 1:06 mark.

This  Friday,  “Boots”  will  face  rugged  Mexico  City  talent
Gustavo  Garibay  (13-9,  5KO),  who  is  the  Mexican  Super
Welterweight  Champion,  and  is  a  former  WBC  Latino  Super
Welterweight Champion. It’s the second fight in the United
States for Garibay, his last being a loss to Zhankosh Turarov
(22-0, 15KO) in Boca Raton.

Ennis, who trains with his father, former fighter Derrick
“Bozy” Ennis in Philadelphia, last fought in December at the
2300 Arena, where he knocked out George Sosa inside of two
rounds. The young pugilist is moving quickly, and fought nine
times in 2017. Ennis is three months shy of his 21st birthday.
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Dunkin and Middendorf may not get him to 21 wins by his 21st
birthday, but both feel certain that 2018 will be the real
‘coming out’ year for the young talent.

“We always like to have Boots fight at home,” said Victory
Boxing Promotions founder and Promoter Christopher Middendorf.
“He’s getting great experience with veterans like Garibay.
This is the first champion-caliber fighter he’s faced, and
we’ll get to see how he handles that. I’m hoping the Philly
boxing fans get out to support him.”

Carto of Philadelphia used his superior skills to dominate and
swell the left eye of Adyaka. As Carto continued to pummel
Adyaka, referee Gary Rosato had no choice but to rescue Adyaka
at 2:43 of round two.

Carto,  118.8  lbs  of  Philadelphia  is  now  11-0  with  11
knockouts. Adyaka, 118.8 lbs of St. Paul, Minnesota is now
7-10.

“I took my time, and I did not want to rush anything,” said
Carto.  “I  am  looking  forward  to  being  challenged.  I  love
performing in front of my fans that come to see,” finished
Carto, who had a massive cheering section at SugarHouse Casino
to root him to the victory.

In the televised main event, Erik Spring ran his unbeaten
streak  to  six  in  a  row  as  he  took  a  six-round  majority
decision over previously undefeated David Wilson in a junior
middleweight bout.

After a close opening two rounds, Spring was able to get his
shots off 1st and won by scores of 58-56 twice and 57-57.

“It was a great fight, He was a tough a opponent, and a great
boxer. I think I pulled it out in the last three rounds,” said
Spring. “I think I established the jab in the 1st round. He
was aggressive in the next two rounds, and I took over in the
last three rounds. I defeated another undefeated fighter, and
it was a good step-up, but I have things to work on.”

Spring, 153 lbs of Reading, PA is 10-1-2. Wilson, 156 lbs of
New Haven, CT is 5-1-1.

In a shocking upset, Elvin Sanchez came back after a three-
year layoff to score a stunning 2nd round stoppage over Khalib
Whitmore in a cruiserweight.

Sanchez dropped Whitmore with a vicious left hand that sent
Whitmore face-first bouncing off the canvas. Somehow Whitmore



was able to get to his feet, but a hard combination sent
Whitmore to the ropes, and the bout was called off at 1:54,

Sanchez,  195.9  lbs  of  Paterson,  NJ  is  8-3-1  with  six
knockouts.  Whitmore,  202,5  lbs  of  Philadelphia  is  6-2.

Antonio  DuBose  used  a  2nd  round  knockdown  to  springboard
himself to a tough six-round unanimous decision over Josh
Crespo in a super featherweight bout.

DuBose, 127 lbs of Philadelphia won by scores of 60-53 twice
and 58-55 to raise his mark to 9-2-1. Crespo, 126.4 lbs of New
Haven, CT is 7-5-3.

Marquis Taylor pitched a shutout and won a six-round unanimous
decision over Vincent Floyd in a welterweight bout.

Taylor, 147.6 lbs of Houston, TX win by scores of 60-54 on all
cards, and is now 7-1. Floyd, 147.8 lbs of Philadelphia is
3-3-1.

Brandon Robinson scored a vicious 2nd round stoppage over
Shane  Pearson  in  a  scheduled  six-round  super  middleweight
bout.

Robinson landed a booming right hand that sent Pearson down
and out at 25 seconds of the 2nd frame. Robinson, 166.6 lbs of
Philadelphia is 5-1 with four knockouts, Pearson, 166.7 lbs of
Statesville, NC is 2-2.

Shamsuddeen Justice made a successful pro debut by stopping
late-replacement Tito Gosalves in the final round of their
four-round super lightweight bout..

The time of the stoppage was 2:11 for Justice, 145.5 lbs of
Philadelphia. Gosalves, 148 lbs of Philadelphia is 0-3.

Kashon Hutchinson of Reading, PA won a four round unanimous
decision over Demetrius Williams in a super lightweight bout.



Hutchinson, 142.9 lbs won all cards 39-37, and is now 3-3.
Williams, 143.8 lbs of of Philadelphia is 1-3.

Jerrod Minor stopped Steven Lopez in the 4th and final round
of their bantamweight bout.

The time of the finish was 2:34 for Minor, 116.5 lbs of
Philadelphia, and is now 1-0. Lopez, 113.2 lbs of Philadelphia
is 0-2.

Christian Montano scored three-knockdowns en-route to a 1st
round stoppage over Dameron Kirby in their light heavyweight
bout.

The time was 2:25 for Montano, 181.4 lbs of Houston, TX, and
is now 2-0 with two knockouts. Kirby, 178.6 lbs of Washington,
DC was making his pro debut.
