City
ATLANTIC CITY (October 23, 2018)–Welterweight contender Thomas
“Cornflake” LaManna takes on former world title challenger
Mike Arnaoutis for the New Jersey State Welterweight Title in
the eight-round main event for will headline a full night of
action on Friday night, November 16th at The Bourbon Room
inside The Showboat Hotel in Atlantic City.

The card is promoted by Rising Star Promotions.

LaManna of Millville, New Jersey has a record of 26-2-1 with
nine knockouts.

The 26 year-old LaManna is a seven-year professional, who won
his first 16 bouts.

LaManna is currently riding a six-fight unbeaten streak. He
has wins over Kendall Mena (20-3), and in his last bout he won
an eight-round unanimous decision over Matthew Strode (25-6)
on August 18th in Atlantic City.

This will be LaManna’s 7th consecutive start in Atlantic City,
and 20 bout overall on the boardwalk.

Arnaoutis of Atlantic City, New Jersey via Athens, Greece has
a record of 26-11-2 with 13 knockouts.
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Arnaoutis began his career in 2001 and was undefeated in his
first 16 bouts, which included wins over Hector Saez (4-1),
Former  world  title  challenger  Jesse  Feliciano  (12-2-2),
Joaquin Gallardo (16-2-1), Roberto Santa Cruz (11-2), Jose Leo
Moreno (12-0) & Marc Thompson (14-0). Arnaoutis fought to a
disputed draw with future world champion Juan Urango.

Arnaoutis challenged for the WBO Junior Welterweight title
against Ricardo Torres on November 18, 2006. Aranoutis lost a
split decision that many ringside observers thought Arnaoutis
had pulled out the victory.

Arnaoutis has picked up victories over Lanardo Tyner (19-0) &
Nasser Athumani (20-5-2).

In his bout, Arnaoutis lost to top prospect Jaron Ennis on
June 1st in Atlantic City.

In the eight-round co-feature, Chris Thomas will defend the
New Jersey State Middleweight Title against Eddie Edmond.

Thomas (10-0-1, 7 KOs) of Toms River, New Jersey won The New
Jersey  State  Middleweight  Title  when  scored  a  3rd  round
stoppage over Darryl Bunting on June 1st.

The 20 year Thomas is a two-year professional, and is coming
off  a  2nd  round  knockout  over  147-fight  veteran  Roberto
Valenzuela on July 28th in Hampton, New Hampshire.

Edmond of Newark, New Jersey has a record of 4-5-2 with one
knockout.

The 32 year-old is a 10-year professional is looking to get
back in the win column after losing to Isiah Seldon on May
27th, 2016 in Atlantic City.

Also in an eight-round bout, Greg Jackson (8-7-1, 2 KOs) of
Philadelphia takes on Juan Rodriguez Jr. (13-5, 3 KOs) of
Union  City,  New  Jersey  in  a  welterweight  rematch  of  a
controversial  bout  that  took  place  three  years  ago.



In that bout, most people who saw that bout had Jackson ahead
at the time of a melee that happened in the crowd, and the
bout was halted as there was not any ambulance onsite due to
it being used to transport injured fans.

On November 16th, Jackson and Rodriguez will get it on again
to settle the score.

Ryan Wilczak (7-0, 3 KOs) of Scranton, PA will see action in a
middleweight bout.

Ry’Shine Collins (1-0, 1 KO) of Philadelphia will take on an
opponent to be named in a bantamweight bout.

ATLANTIC CITY, NJ (May 26, 2016)–THIS Friday night, May 27th,
a big night of boxing will kick off a holiday weekend at The
Claridge in Atlantic City as Rising Promotions will present a
terrific card of boxing.

In the main event, It will be about New Jersey bragging rights
as Isiah Seldon will take on Eddie Edmond in a bout scheduled
for six-rounds.

In a one of the undercard bout, Baltimore-based cruiserweight
contender, “Slick” Nick Kisner will take on Lamont Capers.

Kisner, who was a prized amateur that saw him become a 3-time
National  Silver  Gloves  champion,  a  2-time  National  junior
Golden Gloves champion and a Ringside World championship, just
to name a few of his big wins in the non-paying ranks.
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The 25 year-old has a record of 16-2-1 with six knockouts.

“I have had a very good training camp,” said Kisner. “Capers
is a tough and durable opponent. He has been in with some very
good fighters, but I am very confident about getting the win
on Friday.”

Kisner has won two in a row since his highest profile bout to
date when he dropped a ten round unanimous decision to former
two-time world title challenger Lateef Kayode,

In that bout, Kisner fought well and had some moments in the
bout, but came up just short in a fight that seemed closer
then the official scorecards.

“I learned a lot about in that fight. I went 10-rounds for the
first time. I did that against one of the best fighters in the
divisions. That was the fight where, also learned the best way
to get down to 200 pounds. Before that fight, I would kill
myself to make the weight.”

That training regimen has worked so well, that Kisner is now
contemplating a move to light heavyweight.

“That is the plan. In fact, if everything goes well on Friday,
that I am looking at a big name at light heavyweight in
August.”

But first, he has to deal with Capers, not far from Kisner’s
hometown of Baltimore.

“I am excited to be fighting in Atlantic City. It is one of
the big stages in boxing. Come Friday, I am going to put on a
great show, and I am going to show the world that I am great
fighter.  I  have  learned  from  my  previous  fights.  I  have
matured and on Friday, people will see that I am on the best
fighters in the world.”

ATLANTIC CITY, NJ (May 3-, 2016)–On Friday night, May 27th, a
big night of boxing will kick off a holiday weekend at The
Claridge in Atlantic City as Rising Promotions will present a
terrific card of boxing.

In the main event, It will be about New Jersey bragging rights
as Isiah Seldon will take on Eddie Edmond in a bout scheduled
for six-rounds.

In a six-round co-feature, one of the most popular fighter’s
from the shore area, Light Heavyweight Chuck Mussachio will be
back in the ring after a 39-month lay off when he takes on
Willis Lockett in a rematch of a bout that that ended in a
draw on September 19, 2008.

He  has  quality  wins  over  Tyrone  Tate  (5-1),  Calvin  Riley
(1-0), Willie Williams (6-1), former world title challenger
Larry Marks, Joe McCreedy (10-2-1) & John Lennox (13-3). The
winner of Lennox was part of Rising Promotions maiden card on
December 5, 2015.

Lockett has faced eight undefeated fighters. Lockett will look
to break a two-fight losing streak. In his last bout, Lockett
was disqualified against Jordan Shimmell (19-1) on February 27
in Washington, DC.

“When we fought before,” said Mussachio, “I won that fight. I
can’t believe they ruled that a draw. I have something to
prove, because I took every round in that fight. Looking back,
I couldn’t even tell you how he is. He never hit me. I am just
going to do what I did last time, but this time, I have to do
more.”

Mussachio, who is a guidance counselor by day, isn’t just
coming back for one fight. He wants to get back to the status
that got him to a 17-1-2 record and came within seconds of
becoming USBA Cruiserweight champion before getting stopped by
Garrett Wilson in 2011.

“The goal is to take this as far as I can. I have my rhythm
back.  This  is  not  just  one  fight.  I  want  to  get  a  big
opportunity. I already have the record for that.”

“I feel rejuvenated. I haven’t took a pounding and I still
have good legs.”

Mussachio would not have his comeback fight anywhere else and



is impressed by the way Rising Boxing Promotions has handled
business leading up to the fight.

“I don’t like fighting anywhere else but Atlantic City. This
is my 2nd home and it means a lot. After all this time, the
interest is still there for me and my fans are coming out. It
is like the old days.
