
LaManna and Sosa Chime in for
this  Saturday’s  WBC  Silver
Latino  Welterweight  title
bout  at  The  Clardige  in
Atlantic City
Atlantic  City,  NJ  (August  16,  2017)–This  Saturday  night,
Thomas LaManna will take on George Sosa in a ten-round bout
for the WBC Silver Latino Welterweight bout that will headline
a big 11 bout card at what is expected to be a sold out
Calridge Hotel in Atlantic City.

The show, promoted by Rising Promotions, is the 9th card that
will be staged before a capacity crowd.

Both main event fighters recently gave their final comments
before Saturday’s showdown.

” I’m just ready to fight and I hope he is too. I encourage
people to come to this action packed, stacked event. 12 bouts
featuring some of the hottest prospects and a title fight,”
said LaManna.

“I think LaManna is a boxer who has not fought anyone of my
caliber yet, and unlike me, I have fought everyone,” said
Sosa. LaManna has been protected during his whole career, Do I
think he will be easy? No. There is no such thing as an easy
fight.  He  is  his  Mommy  and  Daddy;s  baby.  When  he  fought
somebody with caliber, he lost.”

Despite his 15-9 record, Sosa knows a win can change his whole
career.

“This fight is for the WBC Silver title, and would definitely
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change my career. Before I would just take fights because I
needed the money to take care of my family in Cuba. I was too
busy partying, and not taking matters seriously. Like my last
fight with Anthony Young, I arrived three days before the
weigh-in, and I was 21 pounds over the weight. Not only did I
make the weight, but I went the distance with a formidable
opponent.  Not  this  timeI  went  directly  to  Cuba  to  begin
training.”

Thomas  “Cornflake”  LaManna
takes on George Sosa for the
WBC  Silver  Latino  title  on
Saturday, August 19th at The
Claridge  Hotel  in  Atlantic
City, New Jersey
Atlantic  City,  NJ  (July  14,  2017)–Welterweight  contender,
Thomas “Cornflake” LaManna will take on George Sosa for the
WBC Silver Latino Welterweight championship in the ten-round
main event that will headline a great night of championship
boxing  on  Saturday,  August  19th  at  The  Claridge  Hotel  in
Atlantic City.

The show is expected to be the 9th sold-out show at the
Claridge promoted by Rising Promotions.

“Rising Promotions is looking forward to ending the Summer
with another great show here at the Claridge. We have a good
line up on the card so we are hoping for a packed house, and
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we  are  looking  forward  to  staging  our  first  championship
bout,” said Debbie LaManna of Rising Promotions.

The championship bout is the first major sanctioning body
championship bout in Atlantic City in almost three years.
(Kovalev vs Hopkins, November 8, 2014).

LaManna  will  be  looking  to  win  his  first  belt  in  the
welterweight division. A win will propel him into the rankings
as he looks for a high profile bout later this year.

The  25  year-old  LaManna  has  a  record  of  23-2  with  nine
knockouts, and he is currently riding a two fight win streak,
and is undefeated in 2017.

The six-year professional is 4-1 as a Welterweight and has
credible wins over Kendal Mena, and Ayi Bruce as well as his
last two victories, which have come over Eduardo Flores and
Carlos Winston Velasquez, who stepped into the ring with 52
and 54 fights under their belt.

LaManna dropped a ten-round unanimous decision to undefeated
Dusty Hernandez-Harrison (30-0-1 16 KO’s) on September 15th,
2016 in a very high intense battle that was contested for the
USBA Title. The LaManna/Harrison fight is a candidate for
Fight of the Year for local Philadelphia boxing award “Briscoe
Award”

This will be LaManna’s 6th fight at The Claridge, and his 16th
fight in Atlantic City.

“This is a great blessing for me. I get another shot at a
meaningful title that will place me in the right spots with a
victory. I have seen Sosa fight on our last card and he is
very game, durable and strong so I cannot take him lightly.
Training camp is intense, we know what we are gunning for so
come August 19th, it’s going to be dark places for George
Sosa,” Said Thomas LaManna.



Sosa  of  Philadelphia,  PA  has  a  record  of  15-9  with  all
victories coming by way of knockout.

The 30 year-old Sosa is a high energy fighter, who has fought
the likes of Emmanuel Taylor, Sammy Vasquez, Wilkens Santiago,
Javontae Starks, Terrell Gausha and Ray Robinson.

Like LaManna, Sosa is a six-year professional, and is coming
off  a  grueling  eight-round  unanimous  decision  defeat  to
Anthony Young on June 10th at The Claridge.

In  the  eight-round  co-feature,  former  world  cruiserweight
champion, Imamu Mayfield will take on upset minded Lamont
Capers.

Mayfield of Freehold, New Jersey has a record of 26-10-2 with
19 knockouts. At a young 45 years-old, Mayfield is making the
3rd start since taking an eight-year hiatus from the sport.

In 1997, Mayfield captured the IBF Cruiserweight title with a
12-round unanimous decision over Uriah Grant. He made one
defense  of  the  crown  with  an  11th  round  stoppage  over
previously  undefeated  Terry  Dunston  (17-0).

Over his 23 year-career, Mayfield has racked up wins over
Rayco  Saunders  (Twice),  Okello  Peter  (11-2),  Gary  Wilcox
(15-2-1), Ernest Mateen (23-5-1), Ismael Gneco (3-0) & Lew
Chester (1-0).

Mayfield is coming off a sixth-round stoppage over Anthony
Caputo Smith on November 12, 2016 at The Claridge.

Capers of Hawley, PA has a deceiving record of 7-10-2.

The 26 year-old is a five-year pro, and already has produced
upset victories over Nick Kisner (16-2-1), Josh Himes (3-0),
Dave Valykeo (4-0) & Earl Platt (4-1). Capers also has a draw
with previously unblemished Alvin Vermall, Jr. (6-0).

Capers is coming off a four-round unanimous decsion defeat to



Garrett Wilson on June 9th in Tannersville, PA.

Smith dominated the action, as Gabejan was reduced to lunging
holding and even went to the canvas several times for slips.
Smith was able to score a knockdown in round seven from a
flurry of punches. Smith was fully in control and stepped on
the gas in the seventh, as he dropped Gabejan for a second
time from a flurry of body punches. Gabejan got to his feet,
but he had taken enough punishment and the fight was stopped
at 1:43.

Smith of Philadelphia is now 11-0 with five knockouts. Gabejan
of the Philippines is 27-34-7.

Kenneth  Sims,  Jr.  remained  undefeated  by  stopping  Israel
Villela in round three of their scheduled six-round super
lightweight bout.

Sims battered a tough Villela, and then in round two cut him
around the right eye. In round three, Sims landed three flush
blows, and the bout was stopped at 1:03.
Sims of Chicago is 12-0 with 4 knocouts. Villela of Cancun, MX
is 6-5-2.
Heavyweight’s Tyrell Wright and Dan Pasciolla fought to a 6-
round draw.

Both fighter’s took a card 58-56, and a third card read even
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at 57-57.

Wright of Jersey City, NJ is 9-0-2. Pasciolla of Brick, NJ is
9-2-2.

John Bauza needed just 17 seconds to destroy Francis Gakpetor
in the scheduled six-round super lightweight bout.

Bauza decked Gakpetor with a hard 1-2 and and the fight was
over soon as he hit the gorund.

Bauza  of  North  Bergen,  NJ  is  6-0  with  three  knockouts.
Gakpetor of Ghana is 2-4-1.

Dylan  Price  stopped  Chris  Nelson  in  round  three  of  their
scheduled four round super flyweight bout.

Price started to beat-down Nelson in round two, and in round
three battered Nelson until putting him down with a body shot,
and the fight was stopped at 2:37.

Price of Sicklerville, NJ is 2-0 with two knockouts. Nelson of
Kentucky is 1-4.

Emmanuel Rodriguez made a successful pro debut with a four-
round split decision over Jaxel Marrero in a bantamweight
bout.

Rodriguez of Newark, NJ took two cards by 39-37 tallies, while
Marrero took a card 39-37.

Marrero of Puerto Rico falls to 1-8-2.



Rances  Barthelmey  Defeats
Mickey Bey by Split Decision
to  Retain  Lightweight  Title
in  Main  Event  of  Premier
Boxing  Champions  on  Spike
from The Hard Rock Live at
the Seminole Hotel & Casino
in Hollywood, Florida
HOLLYWOOD, FL. (June 4, 2016) – Undefeated lightweight world
champion Rances “Kid Blast” Barthelemy (25-0, 13 KOs) defeated
former world champion Mickey “The Spirit” Bey (22-2-1, 10 KOs)
by split decision (117-110, 116-111, 110-117) in the main
event of Premier Boxing Champions (PBC) on Spike Friday night
at the Hard Rock Live at the Seminole Hotel & Casino in
Hollywood, Florida.

Following an exciting first round in which Barthelemy backed
Bey up at the bell, round two came to a close with similar
fireworks in the form of an accidental head butt. In the
commotion, a stunned Barthelemy stumbled to the canvas and
referee Sam Burgos ruled it an official knockdown, making it
the first of Barthelemy’s career.

Barthelemy  said,  “I  really  don’t  remember  exactly  what
happened, but I felt it was more of a slip than anything. I
was a little off balance and we butted heads so at that point
that’s when I went down, but that’s okay. I don’t mind that
they counted it.”

Bey had issues with the head contact also. “After I dropped
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him he got me again with a good head butt. The cut on my eye
from that second head butt affected me for about four or five
rounds, but it’s a fight, so you have to do the best you can
with the vision you have. But I would have liked to avoid all
the head contact.”

“It was the first time in my entire career, both amateurs and
professionals,  that  I  hit  the  canvas  in  any  way,”  added
Barthelemy. “It was just a little surprising, but after that I
knew I had to come out strong and put pressure on him because
I knew the judges might hold that against me. My mentality
originally was to outbox but I had to change my plans and
start putting pressure on him.”

In a fight that saw a lot of competitive back and forth action
during the middle and late rounds, neither fighter was able to
take complete control or end the evening early.

Barthelemy  believed  he’d  done  enough  to  win  unanimously
arguing, “When I heard the judge who gave the score to Bey I
thought he was either blind or he was bought. I felt that was
disrespectful not only to me but to the fans as well.

“We  knew  what  Mickey  was  prepared  for  though,”  concluded
Barthelemy. “We knew he was going to be an evasive counter
puncher and we knew that Bey came from the Mayweather school
of boxing. So we knew what we were up against and he put on a
tough fight.”

Bey vowed to avenge the hard-fought loss soon. “I’m ready to
get right back after it and chase another belt. I’m looking to
stay busy and get back in the ring soon.”

In the televised opener, undefeated Puerto Rican bantamweight
Emmanuel Rodriguez (15-0, 10 KOs) beat experienced Mexican
Alberto “Metro” Guevara (24-3, 9 KOs) by unanimous decision
(99-91, 100-90, 99-91).

Rodriguez controlled the opening rounds with a variety of left



hooks and overhand rights, backing Guevara up at will.

“My strategy was to come in and attack him because he is not
your typical Mexican-style fighter,” said Rodriguez.

An accidental head butt at the end of round four led to a cut
that developed under the left eye of Guevara.

“We knew he was an awkward fighter,” said Rodriguez of their
heads  colliding,  “But  he  was  even  more  awkward  than  we
thought.”

A  highly  decorated  amateur,  Rodriguez  continued  his
calculated, methodical approach throughout the middle rounds.

Rodriguez added, “We weren’t able to really decipher him in
the first rounds but we were able to adjust eventually.”

Guevara, who has fought in two world title fights, threw a
change-up and came out fighting more wildly in round seven,
causing Rodriguez some minor issues with the distance.
However,  Rodriguez  stuck  to  his  game  plan  and  used  his
superior timing to coast to victory in the later rounds.

Guevara said, “My plan was to box him and tap him when I had
him, but things didn’t come out that way. I’m not sure if it
was a lack of focus or what it was, I’m just not sure. I feel
good though. It was a hard fight, harder than I expected. He’s
a strong guy. I felt a little constrained and a little slow,
but I tried my best tonight.”

Rodriguez summed up the win adding, “I feel great, thank God.
I’m really happy with this Victory, it was a victory that I
needed to add onto my record and thankfully I was able to get
it. Now I’m going to take a month off and wait until my
management team tells us what fight date comes next so we can
continue to pursue the goals we have set for ourselves.”

The second televised bout featured unbeaten prospect Caleb
“Sweet Hands” Plant (13-0, 10 KOs) getting a knockout victory



over  Columbia’s  Carlos  Galvan  (12-5-1,  11  KOs)  in  a
middleweight  bout.

Plant  spent  much  of  the  first  two  rounds  displaying  his
trademark showmanship and feeling out Galvan.

Plant said his strategy entering the ring was, “To be sharp
and slick tonight, stay relaxed and patient. I didn’t want to
force anything or leave myself out there too long.”

That’s exactly what Plant did, ending the bout in the fourth
with a devastating blow to Galvan’s solar plexus.

A frustrated Galvan said, “He got a lucky shot, I threw a
straight right and he slipped by it and landed a body shot to
my liver so I wasn’t able to continue with the fight after
that.”

“It was just about staying patient and waiting for him to make
a  mistake,”  said  Plant.  “I  wanted  to  take  advantage,  and
that’s what happened. I took the body shot when I saw he was
open and he went down.”

The Manati, Puerto Rico-born fighter will
bring his exciting style into the ring against another tough
opponent on June 3. He will be opposed by the 25-year-old
Mexican Guevara. The Sinaloa-native has challenged for world
titles against Leo Santa Cruz and Shinsuke Yamanaka and has
won six fights in a row entering June 3.

A highly-regarded prospect who won the 2012 National Gloves
championship, the 21-year-old Davis recorded five victories
inside of the distance in 2015. The Baltimore-native stopped
former world champion Cristobal Cruz during that streak and
most recently recorded a TKO victory over Guillermo Avila in
April. He takes on the veteran Macias out of Distrito Federal,
Mexico.

A 2011 National Golden Gloves champion, Plant has begun to



make his name in the professional ranks since turning pro in
2014.  Last  year,  the  23-year-old  picked  up  six  victories
including hard fought triumphs over Jamar Freeman in September
and Tyrone Brunson in October. Fighting out of Nashville, he
kicked off his 2016 campaign by stopping Adasat Rodriguez in
January and will return to battle the Colombian Galvan who
most recently knocked out William Moreno Anaya in April.

Born in Cuba
but  now  fighting  out  of  Las  Vegas,  he  won  a  super
featherweight world title in July 2014 by defeating Argenis
Mendez in impressive fashion, and followed that up with a
second round TKO victory over Angino Perez. After dominating
former champion Antonio DeMarco in June, he won a world title
in  a  second  division  when  he  impressively  defeated  Denis
Shafikov in December.

Bey won his world title in 2014 with a decision victory over
long reigning champion Miguel Vasquez. The 32-year-old vacated
his  title  due  to  inactivity  and  injuries  but  returned  in
December to defeat previously unbeaten Naim Nelson by decision
to earn himself a shot at the very title he vacated. Bey’s
previous  victories  include  defeats  against  Alan  Herrera,
Carlos Cardenas and Hector Velazquez.

At  just  23-years-old,  Rodriguez  has  been  on  a  fast  track
towards a world title fight since turning pro in 2012. He made
his U.S. debut in November by stopping Eliecer Aquino after
previously taking down Gabor Molnar, Luis Hinojosa and Alex
Rangel in 2015. The Manati, Puerto Rico-born fighter will
bring his exciting style into the ring against another tough
opponent on June 3.

Fighting out of Monterrey, Mexico, Proa will be fighting in
the U.S. for the third time when he takes on Rodriguez on June
3. The 31-year-old was unbeaten in his first 28 pro starts and
has won his last two bouts, including most recently a first
round stoppage of Oswaldo Delgado in February.
