That has helped me to start to get
noticed. People fear me because I am a slick southpaw that can
punch.”

“I want the top gquys, but my coach tells me that there is no
rush. I am just 22 years-old, and, I am going to take my time.

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title

Philadelphia, PA (April 2, 2018) — This Past Friday night,
Malik Hawkins remained undefeated by winning a 10-round
unanimous decision over Raymond Serrano to capture the NABA-
USA Welterweight title that headlined an action-packed 8 bout
card at The Fillmore in Philadelphia.
