NEW YORK (November 6, 2020)– Tonight, two members under the
Split-T  Management  banner  will  be  in  action  at  the  St.
Petersburg Marriott Clearwater in Saint Petersburg, Florida.

Kali  Reis  will  take  on  Kandi  Wyatt  for  the  WBA  Super
Lightweight title; And undefeated super middleweight Isaiah
Steen battles Juan De Angel in a bout scheduled for six-
rounds.

Reis of Providence, Rhode Island has a record of 16-7-1 with
five knockouts, and will look to become a two-division world
champion, Reis is the former WBC Middleweight champion. She
won that title with a 10-round split decision over Maricelo
Cornejo on April 16, 2016 in Auckland, New Zealand. Reis has
won three in a row, which includes a unanimous decision over
Patricia Juarez on August 29, 2019.

Wyatt of Calgary, Alberta, Canada has a record of 10-1 with
three knockouts. Wyatt has won two straight and this will be
her 2nd attempt at a world title.

Steen, 24 of Cleveland has a record of 14-0 with 11 knockouts.
The four-year professional has wins over Carlos Ruiz (8-2) and
Gorjan  Slaveski  (5-0).  Steen  is  coming  off  a  1st  round
stoppage over Kenneth Council on February 8th.

De Angel of Barranquilla, Colombia has a record of 22-12-1
with 20 knockouts. He has a win over Jose Pinzon (25-6), and
he has also faced world champions Gilberto Ramirez, Austin
Trout and Caleb Plant.

Both bouts can be seen Saturday on Impact Network (10:30 PM
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ET)

At Thursday’s weigh-in, both Reis and Wyatt weighed 139.2 lbs.

Steen weighed 166.6, while De Angel was 167.

Antoine Douglas now to take
on Juan De Angel for NABA &
WBC  FECARBOX  Middleweight
Titles on Friday July 14th at
The  Buffalo  Run  Casino  in
Miami, Oklahoma
Nutley, NJ (July 13, 2017)–World ranked middleweight Antoine
Douglas will now take on late-replacement Juan De Angel. this
Friday, July 14th in a 10-round bout that will be contested
for the NABA & WBC FECARBOX Middleweight titles.

The bout will headline the non-televised portion of a ShoBox:
The  New  Generation  card,  which  will  be  televised  live  on
SHOWTIME (10 PM ET/PT, Delayed on the West Coast) at the
Buffalo Run Casino in Miami, Oklahoma.

The bout will precede a televised quadruple-header that will
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feature Keenan Smith (11-0, 5 KOs) fighting Ivan Baranchyk
15-0, 10 KOs) in the eight-round junior welterweight main
event. In co-featured bouts, Kenneth Sims, Jr. (12-0, 4 KOs)
battles  Rolando  Chinea  (14-1-1,  6  KOs)  in  a  junior
welterweight bout, and Glenn Dezurn (9-0, 6 KOs) takes on Adam
Lopez  (16-1-1,  8  KOs)  in  a  super  bantamweight  fight.  The
televised card will kick off with a super bantamweight fight
that  will  pit  Joshua  Greer  (13-1-1,  5  KOs)  against  LeRoy
Davila (5-1, 3 KOs).

Douglas of Washington, DC has a record of 21-1-1 with 15
knockouts, and is ranked No.10 by the WBC.

Since  suffering  his  only  professional  defeat,  Douglas  has
comeback to score two consecutive knockouts, with the latest
being a second round stoppage over Eduardo Mercedes on March
27.  In  that  bout,  Douglas  captured  the  WBC  FECARBOX
Middleweight  title.

De Angel of Barranquilla, Colombia has a record of 20-6 with
18 knockouts.

De Angel, 30 years old is a former WBO Latino Welterweight and
Middleweight champion, who has a career best victory over Jose
Pinzon.

De Angel is a nine-year veteran, who has shared the ring with
world  champion  Gilberto  Ramirez  as  well  as  undefeated
contenders  Knat  Islam  and  Caleb  Plant.

BETHLEHEM, PA. (August 23, 2016) – Undefeated Caleb “Sweet
Hands” Plant (14-0, 10 KOs) dropped and dominated Colombia’s
Juan De Angel (18-5-1, 17 KOs) on his way to a unanimous
decision victory Tuesday night in the main event of Premier
Boxing  Champions  TOE-TO-TOE  TUESDAYS  on  FS1  and  BOXEO  DE
CAMPEONES on FOX Deportes from Sands Bethlehem Events Center
in Bethlehem, Pa.
The  Nashville-native  was  able  to  keep  his  perfect  record
intact and was in control from start to finish of his first
10-round bout. Plant was patient in the early rounds, looking
to find the distance against his power-punching opponent.

Plant’s offense began to break through in round three and in
round four he caught De Angel lingering in the pocket and
dropped him with a left hook. De Angel got to his feet but was
never able to get his own offense going and spent much of the
night trying to tie up the more aggressive Plant.

In the ninth round, a clash of heads caused a temporary halt
in the action and saw Plant emerge with a cut on his head.
Plant was able to battle through and and kept his momentum
going throughout the remainder of the fight.
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Plant was twice as accurate as De Angel and landed 30 percent
of his punches compared to 15 percent from De Angel. The
judges saw the bout the same and all scored it 100-89 after
10-rounds of super middleweight action.

The co-main event of the night saw a pair of Washington, D.C.
welterweights do battle as David Grayton (15-1, 11 KOs) earned
a victory over previously unbeaten Kareem Martin (8-1-1, 3
KOs) via a stoppage in the eighth and final round.

The southpaw Grayton pressed forward early and often, looking
to disrupt Martin and keep him uncomfortable. Martin was sharp
early on, especially with right hand counters. He was the more
accurate  fighter  over  the  first  three  rounds,  but  the
experience  of  Grayton  began  to  take  over.

As the fight went on, Grayton’s attack gained effectiveness
and  Martin  appeared  to  wear  down  from  the  constant  pace.
Grayton out threw Martin 537 to 308 and landed 172 punches to
Martin’s 106.

Grayton took control of the fight in the sixth round, hurting
Martin early with a blistering body attack and rocked him late
in the round with crisp uppercuts. By round eight, Martin had
faded and Grayton sensed his moment. A left hand to the body
dropped Martin early, and while he beat the count, Grayton
quickly pounced and delivered a flurry that caused referee
Benjy Esteves Jr. to stop the fight 41 seconds into the round.

Two-time  Ecuadorian  Olympian  Carlos  Gongora  (6-0,  5  KOs)
started  the  telecast  off  with  an  impressive  first  round
stoppage of previously unbeaten Ronald Mixon (7-1, 6 KOs) in
their light heavyweight clash.

Gongora  wasted  little  time,  feinting  a  right  hook  and
following with a thudding overhand left that put Mixon on the
mat immediately. The knockdown prompted referee Gary Rosato to
wave off the count and stop the bout 1:16 into the first
round.



Here is what the fighters had to say Tuesday:

CALEB PLANT

“It’s another win in the bag. I had bounce in my legs for all
10 rounds. I was taking my time in there and I feel like I’m
getting better each fight.

“I’ll fight whoever my team has lined up for me. It feels
great to win as a headliner. We’re going to get right back in
the gym and get ready for another fight.”

JUAN DE ANGEL

“I felt the size difference in the ring. I trained for a
southpaw and he came out righty. That caught me off guard. He
was better tonight.”

DAVID GRAYTON

“I was very motivated to perform well coming off of my loss. I
wanted it more tonight and I wanted to make a statement to get
back to where I belong.

“I knew I had him hurt late in the fight and I kept hitting
him with left hands. I stepped it up and got him out of there.

“I’m going to go back to the gym and train hard and wait for
my next fight.”

KAREEM MARTIN

“I lost a little focus and he caught me with a good shot that
led to the stoppage.

“It was a good back and forth fight. We were both getting a
lot of shots in. I just need to come back with more focus next
time.”

CARLOS GONGORA



“I was prepared and I analyzed his style and how he would
fight. I knew I just had to connect with the right punch.

“I want to dedicate this victory to my family and my whole
country. It was a pleasure to do it on FS1 and FOX Deportes.

“I  am  going  straight  to  the  top  and  I  appreciate  this
opportunity  to  show  the  world  who  I  am.”

Last  year,  the  24-year-old  picked  up  six  victories
including hard fought triumphs over Jamar Freeman in September
and Tyrone Brunson in October. Fighting out of Nashville, he
kicked off his 2016 campaign by stopping Adasat Rodriguez in
January and delivered a fourth-round knockout of Carlos Galvan
in June. He takes on an experienced opponent in Barranquilla,
Colombia’s De Angel. The 29-year-old has a reputation for
knockouts, having delivered victories inside of the distance
in seventeen of his eighteen victories.

A former New York Golden Gloves champion, Newman has shown
impressive power in stopping seven of his first nine opponents
since turning pro in 2014. The 24-year-old out of Brooklyn is
coming in off of a stoppage victory over Dustin Craig Echard
in April. He faces his toughest opponent to date in the 21-
year-old Hall out of Detroit. Hall knocked out seven of his
first eight opponents before losing for the first time in
December 2015.

A two-time Ecuadorian Olympian, Gongora now trains out of
Brooklyn and is undefeated since turning pro in May 2015. The
27-year-old has delivered knockouts in four of his first five
pro fights, including three in the first round. He takes on
fellow unbeaten Mixon out of Los Angeles. The 27-year-old has
delivered two stoppage victories in 2016.

Undefeated  Contender  Kanat
Islam  Stops  Colombia’s  Juan
De  Angel  in  Main  Event  of
Premier Boxing Champions: The
Next Round On Bounce TV From
The  Lakeland  Center  In
Lakeland, Florida
LAKELAND, FLORIDA (May 9, 2016) – Undefeated contender Kanat
Islam (21-0, 18 KOs) stopped Colombia’s Juan De Angel (18-4-1,
17 KOs) in the sixth round of Sunday night’s main event on
Premier Boxing Champions: The Next Round on Bounce TV from the
Lakeland Center in Lakeland, Florida.

The  rising  154-pounder  from  Kazakhstan  stopped  his  ninth
straight opponent inside the distance when De Angel fell to
the  canvas  twice  in  round  six  prompting  referee  Telis
Assimenios to halt the bout 22 seconds into the round.

De Angel appeared to succumb to an ankle injury while taking a
step backward that forced him to drop to the canvas. Islam
sensed his moment and pounced on the injured brawler to put an
end to the bout quickly.

A 2008 Olympic Bronze medalist, Islam was able to navigate
around the four-inch reach advantage owned by De Angel and
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control the fight with his athleticism and powerful right
hand. His first headlining appearance was a successful one as
he looks to continue to climb the ladder towards a world
title.

The co-main event of the evening saw Miguel Cruz (13-0, 11
KOs) take home a split decision victory over Samuel Figueroa
(10-1,  4  KOs)  in  an  eight-round  back-and-forth  battle  of
unbeaten prospects.

The  friends  turned  rivals  brought  the  action  from  the
beginning  as  the  smaller  southpaw  Figueroa  aggressively
attacked the body of Cruz in early exchanges. Cruz’s timing
improved as the fight went on and his combinations began to
land and stunt the attack of Figueroa.

Some of the best back-and-forth action came in round six as
both  fighters  had  found  their  way  through  the  opponent’s
defense. Cruz used his length to beat Figueroa to the punch,
but  Figueroa  continued  to  throw  punches  and  do  plenty  of
damage throughout the heated final stanzas.

In a fight that appeared to be an even affair, the judges
scores were 77-75 for Figueroa and 78-74 and 77-75 for Cruz to
give him the split decision.

In  the  opening  bout  of  the  telecast,  super  featherweight
Dennis Galarza (13-1, 8 KOs) won his eighth straight fight as
he defeated durable Mexican Yardley Suarez (15-4, 9 KOs) over
eight hard fought rounds.

Galarza used his length advantage to break Suarez down with
his jab and penetrate his defense with various combinations.
The  Brooklyn-born  fighter  now  training  out  of  Orlando
dominated the first half of the fight on his way to the
unanimous decision.

Suarez began to pick up the action in the second half of the
fight landing several hard punches and challenging Galarza to



exchange in the middle of the ring in round five. He landed
perhaps the best combination of the fight in round six with a
pair of punches that sent Galarza into retreat mode for the
remainder of the round.

Overall it was Galarza’s output that proved to be the biggest
difference as he threw 421 punches to Suarez’s 305 on his way
to a 117-99 advantage in punches landed. The judges’ scores
were 77-75 and 78-74 twice for Galarza.

Here is what the fighters had to say Sunday night:

KANAT ISLAM

“It felt good to go to (six) rounds to get the win. My last
few opponents didn’t put up a fight and challenge me. My team
wanted to test me and everything went to plan for what I
wanted to do in the ring.

“I boxed, I used my feet, I moved in and out, I set up my
power punches and I was able to finish him off. I hope he’s
OK, I know it’s hard to fight with an injury. I hope he
recovers soon.

“I saw he was beginning to get tired around round four and
knew I had him hurt. That’s when I started hitting him with
harder punches. I did the work I wanted to do, and then I
wanted to finish him.

“There were a lot of fans from the Kazakhstan community here,
a lot of fans who traveled from far places to see me fight.
That meant a lot to me. I wanted to make sure they got to see
everything I can do in the ring. Now I want them to see me win
a world title this year.

“I feel like I can come back tomorrow. I don’t want any longer
breaks in my career. I want big fights. Who are the champions?
That is who I want to fight.”

MIGUEL CRUZ



“I know that I won the fight in the end, but it was a hard
fight, a very tough fight. I was landing the cleaner shots but
there were times where he was putting the pressure on me. He
hurt me with body shots and he actually managed to hurt me in
the last round with a right hook. I recognized when he hurt me
and I hit him and hurt him right back. I had him hurt a couple
of times.

“I knew he was a tough guy from when we fought in the amateurs
and from when we sparred together. He made me bring something
out of me that I didn’t even know I had and I appreciate him
for that.

“This was the toughest fight of my career. Right now, I want
to rest and relax, but within the next 2-3 months I’ll start
looking at the guys that can get me closer to a world title.

“The fight’s over, we can absolutely go back to being friends.
It’s business. They told us we had to fight each other. We’re
better fighters for it and now it’s over and back to the way
it was between us as far as I’m concerned.”

SAMUEL FIGUEROA

“I didn’t think Miguel won the fight but that’s how the judges
seen that. I don’t know how, but I can’t do anything about
that. The first rounds I hit him clear in the face, Miguel
only caught me with a couple of clean shots but I was catching
a lot of his punches with my hands and elbows. I don’t know
how I lost this fight.

“I love fighting unbeaten opponents. I train with champions in
the gym, I have the resources to get me ready for these
fights.

“Yes of course we go back to being friends. Nothing personal.
He’s my friend. We’re cool.”

DENNIS GALARZA



“It felt good to go eight rounds. I didn’t mind going rounds,
although I wanted to take him out. He was throwing a lot of
wild shots just looking to catch me with a lucky blow. He
caught me with some good shots but he never had me hurt. I
train with southpaws all the time and was ready for anything
Yardley Suarez had to offer.

“I want to come back as soon as possible. Whatever my team has
in store for me, I’ll be ready.”

YARDLEY SUAREZ

“I had him hurt but feel like I let the opportunity get away
from me. I wasn’t busy enough; I need to let my hands go more.
My corner told me that I needed a knockout to win. I went for
it, but I couldn’t slow him down and land enough punches.

“I want to stay on this level, I could have done more but know
that I can compete with the best.”
