Good looking super bantamweight prospect Raeese Aleem stopped
normally durable Ramiro Robles in the opening frame of their
scheduled eight-round bout.

Aleem dropped Robles three times, with the punctuation shot
being a left hook to the body that sent Robles down at 1:51.

Aleem of Las Vegas is 14-0 with eight knockouts.Robles of
Queretaro, Mexico 1is 15-9-2.

Alycia Baumgardner made quick work of Gabriella Mezei, as she
needed just 68 seconds of their scheduled six-round junior
lightweight contest.

Baumgardner scored knockdowns on body shots on the overmatched
Mezeli.
