
Palm  Springs  Boxing  Gala
Rescheduled  for  May  20th;
Fighter  Injuries  Delaying
Scheduled Matchups
Thousand Palms, CA (March 29, 2017) — The much anticipated
showdown between rising Liveco boxer Max “The General” Becerra
and Washington’s Ricardo Maldonado will have to wait a little
longer.

Santa Ana’s Becerra (11-2-2 7KOs) has been diagnosed with a
minor hand injury that has interrupted his training for the
scheduled April 22 bout that was the featured fight of the
Palm Springs Boxing Gala at the Renaissance Hotel. The event
will now take place on Saturday, May 20 with the same fight
card.

The postponement also gives Liveco stablemate Pomona’s David
“Left Hook” Lopez (4-0 3KOs) more time to heal while nursing a
hand injury also sustained in training.

Liveco Boxing founder Ron Sanderson said, “In light of these
injuries, we thought it would be best for our boxers and our
fans to postpone the Gala rather than scramble together fights
at the last minute or drop a fighter from the card. Injuries
are a part of boxing. These boxers are significant players in
the  Liveco  family  and  we  want  them  to  be  healthy  and
uncompromised  for  their  fights.”

Sanderson  said  Lopez  and  Becerra’s  hand  issues  are  not
considered  major  injuries,  but  after  further  medical
evaluation, their trainers decided it would be better for them
to fully heal and train appropriately rather than put their
fighters at risk.
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The May 20 event is the second of a series of Boxing Galas
planned  by  Liveco  Boxing  featuring  its  fighters  in  Palm
Springs. Also scheduled to fight on the undercard that evening
are the Bay Area’s Eric “El Gallo de Oro” (9-0 6KOs) and
Daniel “El Pantera” Andujo (3-1-0 1KO) from Murrieta along
with other California talent.

Becerra and Lopez dispatched their opponents at the first Palm
Springs Boxing Gala with tremendous showings in front of a
packed house. Both are looking to continue their streak in the
Coachella Valley as is Andujo who also collected a win at the
Gala in February before signing with Liveco.

Becerra said he was anxious and ready for his first fight as a
headliner, especially in his home state. “This is going to be
a huge night for me and my team. But I know I need to be
patient and get my hand back in shape before I can continue
chasing my dream.”

Maximiliano Becerra takes on
Ricardo  Maldonado  in  main
event on Saturday April 22nd
at Renaissance Hotel in Palm
Springs, California
Palm  Springs,  California  (March  17,  2017)  –  Maximiliano
Becerra will headline a big night of boxing when he takes on
Ricardo Maldonado in the 8-round main event on Saturday, April
22nd at the Renaissance Hotel in Palm Springs, California.

The  Palm  Springs  Boxing  Gala,  2nd  Edition  is  promoted  by
Liveco Boxing.

Becerra of Santa Ana, California has a record of 11-2-2 with 7
knockouts.

The 29 year-old is a 9-year professional, who was undefeated
in his first eight bouts. Becerra has won three straight,
which includes his last outing when he won a 6-round unanimous
decision  over  Hugo  Padilla  on  February  11th  in  at  The
Renaissance  Hotel.

I’ve proven my resilience,” Becerra said. “Now I plan to take
command and end my opponent early.”

Maldonado of Arlington, Washington has a record of 7-6-1 with
1 knockout.

Maldonado  is  a  4-year  professional,  who  has  faced  top
competition. Maldonado is no stranger to tough competition, as
his 14 opponents have a combined record of 65-13-1, which
includes 5 undefeated foes.

One of those unblemished opponents, Jamie Ocegueda was stopped
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in 6 rounds by Maldonado in his last bout, which took place on
January 21st in Montebello, California. That fight avenged a
controversial split decision defeat by Maldonado.

In  the  6-round  co-feature,  undefeated  lightweight  Eric
Altamirano will take part in a bout scheduled for 6-rounds.

Altamirano, who hails from the Bay Area, has a record of 9-0
with 6 knockouts. The 23 year-old Altamirano is a 3 year-
professional and will be making his 2nd start of 2017.

Altamirano’s opponent will be named shortly.

Crowd pleasing super flyweight Daniel Andujo will be in action
in a bout scheduled for four-rounds.

Andujo of San Diego, California has faced two consecutive
undefeated opponents. He fought a toe-to-toe battle with Saul
Sanchez, only to come up just on the short end of a 6-round
decision. In his last bout, Andujo won a 4-round unanimous
decision  over  Elwin  Soto  (2-0)  on  February  11th  at  the
Renaissance  Hotel.  Andujo’s  opponent  will  be  announced
shortly.

A full card of exciting action will be announced soon.

Ron Sanderson, CEO of Liveco Boxing, which is promoting the
fight, says he is looking forward to another stellar display
of guts and talent. “We were thrilled with the tenacity and
the skill our boxers showed us last month,” he says. “This
next card at The Renaissance looks to be even more exciting
than the first.”

Undefeated  former  Canadian
Olympian,  Custio  Clayton
added  to  April  15th  Liveco
Boxing  event  in  Cornwall,
Ontario, Canada
Thousand  Palms,  California  (March  16,  2017)  –  Undefeated
welterweight  prospect  Custio  Clayton  has  been  added  to  a
tremendous night of boxing on Saturday, April 15th at the
Cornwall Civic Complex in Cornwall, Ontario, when he takes on
Alfredo Chavez in the eight-round co-feature bout.

The event, which is promoted by Liveco Boxing, will feature
Cornwall’s own Tony Luis battling Noe Nunez in a 10-round
lightweight clash.

Clayton of Montreal, Quebec, was a 2012 Canadian Olympian, and
has  raced  out  to  an  umblemished  mark  of  10-0  with  eight
knockouts.

Clayton has faced ambitious competition in his first 10 bouts,
which has inlcuded wins over the likes of Eduards Gerasimovs
(5-1-1), Ivan Pereyra (20-5), Stanislas Salmon (25-3-2), and
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in his last bout, Clayton stopped Ramses Agaton (17-4-3) in
eight rounds on October 20th in Montreal.

Chavez of Mexico has a record of 12-8 with 10 knockouts.

The dangerous Chavez has some quality wins on his resume as he
holds  victories  over  Johnny  Navarrete  (10-0-1),  Manolis
Plaitis  (15-0-1),  Rodolfo  Ezequiel  Martinez  (40-7-1),  and
Alejandro Chavez (5-1). The 31 year-old Chavez is looking to
get back in the win column after dropping two straight to
undefeated fighters. In his last bout, Chavez was stopped by
Jamie Munguia on October 22nd in Tijuana, Mexico.

In a highly-anticipated undercard bout, Akwesasne native son,
Ronnie  “Rocket”  Robidoux  (2-0,  2  KOs)  looks  to  keep  his
perfect professional record intact, facing the rugged Jesus
Ortega  of  Mexico  over  4-rounds.  Robidoux,  who  trains  in
Cornwall  under  the  tutelage  of  Jorge  Luis,  looks  to  add
another knockout win to the record after a stunning knockout
victory over Donnis Reed in California last month.

Ireland’s “Lethal” Larry Fryers (2-0, 1 KO), now residing in
upstate New York, is set to clash against Mexico’s Michel
Polina in a 4-round Welterweight bout. Fryers, who seeks to
build on last month’s punishing knockout of Rolando Padilla,
is one of the most exciting young prospects in boxing. His
relentless  aggression  and  fighting  style  will  surely  not
disappoint.

More undercard bouts will be announced shortly.
