ATLANTIC CITY – January 2, 2018 – In its heyday, Atlantic City
was  home  to  some  of  boxing’s  most  storied  fighters,  most
memorable fights, and an unmatched atmosphere, punctuated by
glitz, glamour, sweat and blood. With Rising Star Promotions’
launch of its new boxing series, Boardwalk Boxing, the budding
promotional outfit hopes to return the city to its former
pugilistic glory.

“This city means so much to me
personally and professionally, and after doing shows at the
Claridge for the past two years and outgrowing that venue,
it’s an honor to launch Boardwalk Boxing at the Showboat. We
are extremely grateful for the opportunity.”

The 26 year old fighter drafted some of boxing’s top talent to
help launch the series, reaffirming his commitment to the city
and the boxing community that began with the launch of his
promotional company in 2015.

The  series  marks  Hall  of  Fame  Matchmaker  Russell  Peltz’s
return  to  Atlantic  City,  a  locale  that  helped  cement  his
legacy  as  one  of  the  best  matchmakers  in  the  history  of
boxing. LaManna counts Peltz’s events among the most memorable
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of his childhood. “You knew that when you went to one of
Russell Peltz’s events, you were going to get great, memorable
fights.” LaManna is thrilled to add the hall of famer to his
team. “At the end of the day, he’s part of the history of
Atlantic City. It feels great that he believed in us enough to
come on board.”

‘Raging  Babe’  Michelle  Rosado  has  also  been  added  to  the
Rising Star Promotions team ahead of the launch of Boardwalk
Boxing. The marketing strategist and boxing enthusiast brings
her  brand  of  grassroots,  boots  on  the  ground  promotional
talent to the boardwalk for the launch of the series.

Brandon Dixon, Chief Operating Officer of Showboat Hotel’s
parent  company,  Tower  Investments,  is  thrilled  about  the
return of world-class boxing to the property. “Our venue is
the most user-friendly destination for event planners on the
entire  Atlantic  City  Boardwalk,”  said  Dixon.  “We  couldn’t
think of a better way to open our space up to the public than
with the launch of the Boardwalk Boxing Series and Rising Star
Promotions this February for a night that our guests will not
forget.”

The city’s boxing history is unparalleled. Atlantic City’s
favorite son, Hall of Fame fighter Arturo “Thunder” Gatti,
fought 22 of his 49 fights in the city, including the second
and third installments of his legendary trilogy with “Irish”
Micky Ward. Some of the sport’s biggest names graced the ring
in the city along the boardwalk over the years. Heavyweights
Mike  Tyson,  Evander  Holyfield  and  Larry  Holmes  fought  a
combined 24 times in Atlantic City. Roy Jones, Jr., Bernard
Hopkins, Roberto Duran, Miguel Cotto, Kelly Pavlik, Matthew
Saad Muhammad, Mike Rossman, Jeff Chandler, and Aaron Pryor
have all been part of the city’s vast boxing history.

LaManna  wins  LBF
Intercontinental Welterweight
title  with  decision  over
Amoako
Atlantic City, NJ (November 21, 2017)– Las Saturday night,
Thomas LaManna took home a ten round unanimous decision over
rugged Samuel Amoako in the headline bout of an eight bout
card at The Claridge Hotel in Atlantic City.

The card, which was promoted by Rising Promotions was the 10th
consecutive sellout at The Claridge for the promotion, who
continued to solidify themselves the premier boxing promoters
Atlantic City.

The victory earned LaManna the LBF Intercontinental title.

LaManna worked behind a strong jab and constantly had Amoako
in a defensive mindset. LaManna kept up what was working for
him as he used a stiff jab to set up hard body shots. LaManna
out on continuous pressure for which Amoako had no answer for.

LaManna, 147 lbs of Millville, NJ won on all cards by the
shutout margin of 100-90 and is now 25-2. Amoako of Silver
Spring, MD via Ghana is 23-17.

Raymond Serrano won the WBC Fecarbox Welterweight tittle with
a  eighth  round  disqualification  victory  over  previously
undefeated Enver Halili.

The fight was a war that thrilled the crowd at the Claridge.
Both guys were rocked several times throughout the contest.

The punches started to get to Halili as he was docked points
in rounds six and seven for spitting out his mouthpiece. He
spit put the mouth-guard one more time in round eight, and
referee Eric Dali called off the bout at 1:34.

Serrano of Philadelphia is now 24-4. Halili is now 10-1.

Jorge  Diaz  got  off  the  deck  to  take  home  a  eight-round
unanimous  decision  over  Adam  Lopez  and  capture  the  WBC
Fecarbox Super Bantamweight title.

In round two, Lopez dropped Diaz with a short right hand. Diaz
gathered himself and began countering well and taking rounds.
It was a close and competitive fight down the stretch with
Diaz taking all cards by 76-75 tallies.

Diaz, 121.4 lbs of New Brunswick, NJ is now 19-5-1. Lopez,
121.4 lbs of San Antonio, TX is 16-2-2.

Yurik Mamedov won a workmanlike six-round unanimous decision
over Vincent Floyd in a welterweight bout.

Mamedov, 146.7 lbs of Brooklyn, N y won by scores of 60-54 and
59-55 twice to remain perfect at 8-0. Floyd, 146.3 lbs of
Philadelphia drops to 3-4-1.

Alvin Varmall destroyed Nicholas Lavin 97 seconds into their
scheduled six-round cruiserweight bout.

Varmall jumped all over Lavin, and finally put him down for
the ten-count.



Varmall,  183  lbs  of  La  Place,  LA  is  now  14-0-1  with  12
knockouts. Lavin, 192 lbs

Tomas  Romain  made  it  two  straight  over  Sidell  Blocker  by
winning a unanimous decision in a six-round

In round six, Blocker began to leak blood from his right
nostril.

Romain, 131.4 lbs of Brooklyn, NY won by scores of 60-54 twice
and 60-55.

Romain is now 5-1. Blocker, 13o.5 lbs of Pleasntville, NJ s
1-10-1.

Jonathan Arroyo was dropped, but hung on to make his pro debut
a successful one as he took a four round unanimous decision
over Steve Moore in a welterweight bout.

Arroyo controlled the action, but in round four, Moore landed
a hard right that sent Arroyo to his knees.

Arroyo, 145.7 lbs of New York is 1-0. Moore, 146.5 lbs of
Orange, NJ is 0-2.

Frederick Julan remained perfect by stopping Willis Lockett
after five rounds of their scheduled six-round cruiserweight
bout.

Julan dominates the bout until Lockett had enough, and the
fight was stopped in the corner following the 5th stanza.

Julan,  181.5  lbs  of  Brooklyn,  NY  is  now  7-0  with  five
knockouts. Lockett, 182 lbs is now Takoma Park, MD is now
15-22-6.

Adam Lopez “A win over Jorge

Atlantic  City,  NJ  (November  15,  2017)–Super  Bantamweight
contender Adam Lopez is looking to getting back to the perch
of being on a short list to fight for a world title.

Back on January 20th, Lopez was right there when he took on
Daniel Roman in what was a WBA title elimination bout in
Atlantic City.

Unfortunately for Lopez, he came up on the short end of that
fight, but Saturday night he returns to Atlantic City when he
takes  on  Jorge  Diaz  in  an  eight-round  bout  for  the  WBC
Fecarbox Super Bantamweight title at The Claridge Hotel.

Lopez of San Antonio, Texas has set up his 2nd training camp
in Northern New Jersey under trainer Wali Moses.

Lopez is promoted by GH3 Promotions

“Camp was good. I am just taking off the last few pounds. I
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take my weight off slowly, and be comfortable, and then I
rehydrate the right way,” said Lopez.

Lopez knows a win over the tough Diaz would get him right back
in contention in the 122 pound division.

“I think a win gets me back to the place where I was at before
the Roman fight. I will be knocking on the door of a title
fight.”

“Diaz is a rough fighter, and I expect a tough fight from him.
He has some good wins, and even though he has lost a few
fights, four of them have been to undefeated fighters and the
other was to a fighter with one loss, so I expect and I am
preparing for the best Jorge Diaz.”

“I just want everyone to come out on November 18th, and I will
put on a good show.”

In Halili he knows he is in with a fighter who is coming to
win and bring the best out of Serrano.

“I really don’t know too much about him. I saw some old
footage of him, and I can see that he is a boxer. He is
undefeated, so he is coming to win and that should make for a
good fight.”

It was five years ago when Serrano was a prize prospect with
an 18-0 record, and he was on the brink of major fights,
before a stretch where Serrano was able to go just 5-4, yet
Serrano believes that he is just a win or two away from a
major fight.

“I feel like with a win, I am just a phone call away from a
big fight. Even thought I am not ranked, I know I can compete
with the big names of the division. This win should get me the
belt and also the rankings. I just want to continue to climb
the ladder. People forget that I am just 28 years-old and I am
in my prime. Little by little with my manager Mark Cipparone.
I just want to let everyone know that this Saturday, November
18th there will be a new WBC Fecarbox champion, and that will
be me, Raymond “Tito” Serrano.”

ATLANTIC CITY, NJ-It was a bittersweet night for welterweight
contender  Thomas  LaManna  as  he  won  a  10-round  unanimous
decision over George Sosa in an entertaining bout in front of
a capacity crowd at The Claridge Hotel In Atlantic City.

The 11-bout card was promoted by Rising Promotions.

LaManna  won  the  WBC  Silver  Latino  Welterweight  title  and
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shortly  after,  the  fighter  known  as  “Cornflake”  promptly
announced his retirement in the ring.

The two traded big blows throughout the bout as Sosa came out
very aggressively and was able to land some good right hands.
LaManna was giving better of the two-way action, which had the
sold-out crowd very enthused throughout the contest.

In round two, Sosa started to swell under his left eye. In
round six, He started bleeding badly from his nose as the
result of pinpoint shots from LaManna.

In round six, LaManna was dominant by scoring two knockdowns
from body shots. LaManna was relentless in battering Sosa all
over the ring with Sosa lucky to hear the bell to culminate
the round. Both guys traded hard shots down the stretch with
LaManna getting the better of the action. Every so often, Sosa
was able to score with hard shots, but they were few and far
between.

LaManna sat down on his punches and landed thudding blows as
he tried to get the stoppage against the tough Sosa.

LaManna, 147 lbs of Millville, NJ won by scores of 98-90 twice
and 99-88 to raise his record to 24-2. Sosa of Reading, PA
falls to 15-10.

“The body work, the distance and the jab was working for me.
He was long and tall so we worked on the distance and I
started to put my punches together. The body work is what put
him down,”said LaManna. “I took some shots from him, but that
is not what I go in wanting to do. I wore him down, worked the
body, touched his arms and touched his body.”

“It feels so great to win a championship and to get that
hardware.”

Then LaManna announced that this would be his last fight.

“It’s Over. It’s Over. I put a lot of years into this. This is



it. I want to thank my parents, Vinny Ponte my promoter, my
trainer and everybody who have helped me along the way.”

Former world champion Imamu Mayfield and Lamont Capers slugged
it out to an eight-round split draw in their cruiserweight
bout.

In round six, Mayfield was cut over his left eye from a punch,
and  Capers  had  bad  swelling  over  his  left  eye  from  a
headbutt.Each fighter took a card by a 77-75, tally while 3rd
card read even at 76-76.

Mayfield, 200 lbs of Freehold, NJ is now 26-10-3. Capers, 196
lbs of Hawley, PA is 7-10-3.

Yurik Mamedov won a six-round unanimous decision over Ariel
Vasquez in a welterweight bout.

Mamedov, 145.5 lbs of Brooklyn, NY won by scores of 60-54 on
all cards, and is now 7-0. Vasquez, 145.3 lbs of Managua, NIC
is 12-19-2.

Emmanuel Rodriguez won a four round unanimous decision over
pro debuting Willie Anderson.

Scores were 40-36 on all cards for Rodriguez, 119 lbs of
Newark, NJ, and he is now 2-0. Anderson, 122 lbs of Paulsboro,
NJ is 0-1.

Anderson is the son of former Los Angeles Rams Wide Receiver
Willie “Flipper” Anderson.

Vidal Rivera won a four-round unanimous decision over Weusi
Johnson in a featherweight bout.

Despite being cut over his left eye in round two, Rivera was
able to sweep all cards to the tune of 40-36.

Rivera, 128.6 lbs of Camden, NJ is now 7-0. Johnson, 130.3 lbs
of Wilmington, DE is 2-5.



Frederick Julan stopped Tahlik Taylor in the 6th and final
round of their light heavyweight bout.

Julan landed a hard left that sent Taylor staggering back into
the ropes, and the bout was stopped at 1:15.

Julan, 173 lbs of Brooklyn is now 6-0 with three stoppages.
