
WBO  JUNIOR  FEATHERWEIGHT
WORLD  CHAMPION  ANGELO  LEO
TAKES ON UNBEATEN RISING STAR
STEPHEN  FULTON  JR.  LIVE  ON
SHOWTIME®SATURDAY, JANUARY 23
NEW YORK – January 12, 2021 – In the long-awaited battle
between undefeated rising junior featherweight stars, WBO 122-
pound  World  Champion  Angelo  Leo  meets  Stephen  “Cool  Boy”
Fulton  Jr.,  in  the  main  event  of  the  first  SHOWTIME
CHAMPIONSHIP BOXING telecast of 2021 Saturday, January 23 at 9
p.m. ET/6 p.m. PT live on SHOWTIME from Mohegan Sun Arena in
Uncasville, Conn., in a Premier Boxing Champions event.

The co-main event pits two moretor undefeated 122-pound boxers
against each other as Ra’eese Aleem and Victor Pasillas face
off in a 12-round bout for the interim WBA title. The telecast
opener features rising prospect Rolando Romero against Justin
Pauldo in a 12-round lightweight bout for Romero’s interim WBA
title. The combined ring record of the six fighters on the
card is a remarkable 96 wins with just one loss.

The  event  is  promoted  by  Mayweather  Promotions  and  TGB
Promotions.

“We’re rolling straight into 2021 ready to keep creating as
many opportunities as we can for our fighters,” said Leonard
Ellerbe, CEO of Mayweather Promotions. “Angelo Leo and Rolando
Romero will both be defending their titles for the first time
and will be put to yet another test in their respective bouts.
Everyone has been working hard and fine-tuning in preparation
for January 23, and it’s going to be another great night of
boxing filled with very exciting talent to kick off the new
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year.”

“Leo vs. Fulton is a true 50-50 matchup between two rising
stars entering the primes of their careers,” said Tom Brown,
President of TGB Promotions. “Fulton’s chance at capturing the
title was delayed but his opportunity finally comes January 23
on SHOWTIME. Leo worked incredibly hard to capture the world
championship in August and will come prepared and determined
to defend it successfully.

“The super bantamweight division will have a clear world title
contender emerge from the co-main event, a battle of unbeatens
between Aleem and Pasillas. Add in the opening bout of ‘Rolly’
Romero vs. Justin Pauldo, a fight that can launch a prospect
into a contender, and we have an excellent fight card to kick
off the year.”

Leo (20-0, 9 KOs), who fights out of the Mayweather Promotions
stable, became the first world champion from his hometown of
Albuquerque,  N.M.,  since  legendary  three-division  champion
Johnny Tapia when he defeated Tramaine Williams by unanimous
decision in August. The 26-year-old was originally scheduled
to face Fulton for the vacant WBO junior featherweight world
title  that  evening  in  the  first  SHOWTIME  boxing  event
following the pandemic shutdown of the sport, but Fulton was
forced to withdraw following a positive COVID-19 test.

“It’s been a crazy year for everyone but to say I walked out
of 2020 a world champion is truly incredible and humbling,”
said Leo. “I spent 16 years training for that moment to become
a champion, and here I am, preparing for my next camp for my
first defense top of 2021. That’s a blessing, and I thank
Mayweather Promotions and my team for that. My experiences
with  Floyd  last  camp  going  to  really  put  me  in  a  great
position going into this fight.

“My father Miguel has been instrumental in keeping me grounded
and reminding me that all of these fighters are eyeing my



spot. My goal in 2021 is to remain champion and get more belts
and Fulton is that next test.”

Born and raised in West Philadelphia, Pa. Fulton (18-0, 8 KOs)
has faced impressive competition in his young career while
rising up the 122-pound ranks, where he is currently rated No.
1 by the WBO. In his last 12 professional fights, the 26-year-
old has beaten seven unbeaten fighters, including Josh Greer,
Adam Lopez and Luis Saul Rosario. Fulton’s two most recent
wins are a knockout over Isaac Avelar in August 2019 before
most recently scoring a dominant 12-round unanimous decision
victory over Arnold Khegai in January.

“Training  is  going  great,”  said  Fulton.  “I  feel  like
everything happens for a reason because I’m 10 times more
ready now than I was the first time around. I’m excited to
fight for the title and I expect nothing but Angelo Leo to be
himself and fight his fight on January 23.”

Ranked in the top-10 by the WBA and IBF at 122 pounds, Aleem
(17-0, 11 KOs) can take a big step closer to a world title
shot when he faces fellow unbeaten Pasillas for the interim
WBA strap on January 23. Raised in Michigan and training out
of  Las  Vegas,  Nev.,  Aleem,  30,  has  stopped  his  past  six
opponents inside the distance as he continues to step up his
competition.

“This  is  a  high-stakes  fight  and  the  winner  will  get  a
guaranteed world title fight,” said Aleem. “It’s going to be a
good fight, but I am at the top of the heap. I knew I belonged
at the top a long time ago and after my last fight that was
proven. Winning this fight makes me the number-one contender,
and the only thing left after this is to win the world title.”

Pasillas (15-0, 8 KOs), who hails from East Los Angeles, is
fresh off a dominating sixth-round knockout over then-unbeaten
Ranfis Javier Encarnacion in September 2020 which launched him
into the WBA’s top-10 rankings. Like Aleem, the 28-year-old



Pasillas also carries significant power. He has stopped his
four most recent foes including a first-round knockout of
Ernesto Guerrero.

“I’ve envisioned being in this position since I first stepped
into a boxing gym at age eight and now it’s time to seize the
moment,” said Pasillas. “I’m going to take full advantage of
this opportunity and show the world, and everyone watching on
SHOWTIME,  that  I  belong  on  the  big  stage  with  the  elite
fighters at super bantamweight. Aleem is a good fighter, but
he won’t be able to hang with me. I’m going to punish him
until I knock him out. East L.A. in the house, let’s go!”

Born and raised in Las Vegas, Nev., Romero (12-0, 10 KOs)
returns  to  SHOWTIME  following  his  controversial  unanimous
decision victory over Jackson Marinez in August. The 25-year-
old captured the interim WBA lightweight title with that win
and  went  the  distance  for  just  the  second  time  in  his
professional career. Fighting under the Mayweather Promotions
banner, Romero has been matched tough early in his career with
just two losses among his four most recent opponents including
the once-defeated Pauldo.

“I’m going to approach this fight like I do any other fight, I
don’t  feel  the  need  to  sell  myself,”  said  Romero.  “I’m
thankful for my fans who have been with me since day one. I
fight for them, because a fan of Rolly is to be an underdog,
to be doubted, and that’s all I have ever been. Whether you’re
with me on January 23 or against me, I know you will be
watching.”

Following  an  impressive  unanimous  decision  victory  over  a
tough Josec Ruiz in August 2020, Pauldo (14-1, 7 KOs) returns
against the stiffest test of his career when he faces blue-
chip prospect Romero. Hailing from Orlando, Fla. and training
in  Houston,  Texas,  Pauldo,  26,  owns  a  four-inch  reach
advantage over Romero, who is the third unbeaten foe of his
career.



“I’m thankful for this opportunity and I’m excited for all of
my years of hard work to pay off on January 23,” said Pauldo.
“I was already training and in shape when I got the call for
this fight, so I’m going to be 100% on fight night. Romero is
a  one-gear  type  of  fighter  who  comes  straight  forward.  I
believe that I have the better skills and am the better all-
around fighter. This is definitely going to be an interesting
fight with contrasting styles, and I can’t wait to show off my
skills and bring this title home.”

Veteran  sportscaster  Brian  Custer  hosts  the  SHOWTIME
CHAMPIONSHIP  BOXING  telecast  while  versatile  combat  sports
voice Mauro Ranallo handles blow-by-blow action alongside Hall
of Fame analyst Al Bernstein and former junior middleweight
world champion Raúl “El Diamante” Marquez. Two Hall of Famers
round out the telecast team: boxing historian Steve Farhood as
unofficial  scorer  and  world-renowned  ring  announcer  Jimmy
Lennon Jr. The executive producer is four-time Emmy® award
winner David Dinkins, Jr. The director is Bob Dunphy, son of
legendary Hall of Famer Don Dunphy. Alejandro Luna and Felix
DeJesus will serve as expert analysts in Spanish on Secondary
Audio Programming (SAP).

Stephen Fulton looks to stay
undefeated  Tuesday  night  in
Bethlehem
Philadelphia,  PA  (September  24,  2018)  Tomorrow  night,
undefeated  featherweight  prospect  Stephen  Fulton  takes  the
next step towards being recognized as one of the emerging
stars of the division when he takes on Esteban Aquino (12-5, 7
KOs) at The Sands Bethlehem Event Center.

The bout will be part of a ten-bout card promoted by King’s
Promotions.

The main event will feature an eight-round junior welterweight
battle between Anthony Mercado (11-4, 9 KOs) of Puerto Rico
battling Victor Vazquez (10-4, 3 KOs) of Yonkers, New York.

Fulton of Philadelphia has an impressive mark of 13-0 with six
knockouts.

In an era where most prospects do not see a serious challenge
until they have fought more than 20 bouts, Fulton on the
other-hand has already defeated five undefeated foes.

“Everything is good, I am ready to fight on Tuesday night,”
said Fulton.

The 24 year-old Fulton doesn’t know too much about Aquino, but
he is not taking him lightly.

“I don’t know much about him. I tried to fight some tape, but
there wasn’t anything on him. This is not the 1st time that I
have not seen my opponent, but it doesn’t mean that I won;t
get the job done.”

With the quality wins already on his resume, Fulton feels the
time for a big opportunity is in the future.
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“I feel as though my time is now. I can see myself fighting
for, and winning a world title in either 2019 or early 2020.”

Fulton believes that being from one of boxing hotbed cities in
Philadelphia is a bonus as he can get great sparring with top-
notch fighters.

“It helps being from Philadelphia. It makes a big impact that
a lot of great fighters are from here. Sure there is a little
pressure when you start winning to become the next champion,
but it also makes you a better fighter.”

“Tuesday  night,  I  am  looking  to  show  my  skills  and  show
separation that will let everyone know that I am on another
level. I just want to continue to progress as I have some good
fights lined up after this. The fans should just stay tuned as
I am almost there.”

Mercado and Victor Vazquez will headline a big night of boxing
on  Tuesday,  September  25th  at  The  Sands  Bethlehem  Event
Center.

The nine-bout card is promoted by King’s Promotions.

Mercado of Arecibo, Puerto Rico has a record of 11-4 with nine
knockouts.

The 24 year-old is a six-year professional, who won his first
10 bouts. Mercado holds a 3rd round stoppage over previously
undefeated Tyrone Crawley, Jr. (7-0) on March 2nd. In his last
bout, Mercado dropped an eight-round unanimous decision to
undefeated Mykal Fox on May 11th in Philadelphia.

Vazquez of Yonkers, New York has a record of 10-4 with three
knockouts.

The 22 year-old Vazquez is a four-year professional, and has
built a reputation as being an upset specialist.

Vazquez has wins over Bievenido Diaz (2-0), Jerome Conquest
(6-1), Ricardo Garcia (14-0) and David Gonzales (8-2-2). In
his last bout, Vazquez was stopped by Josue Vargas on April
21st in Brooklyn.
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In  a  10-round  co-feature,  undefeated  featherweight  Stephen
Fulton will see action against an opponent.

Fulton of Philadelphia has a record 13-0 with six knockouts.

The 24 year-old Fulton has showed a willingness to take on all
comers as evidenced by wins by his wins over Sam Rodriguez
(3-0), Joshua Greer , Jr. (3-0-1), Adalberto Zorilla (6-0),
Luis Rosario (8-0-1), Adam Lopez (8-0), & and his bout when he
took out Jesus Ahumada on June 16th in Frisco, Texas.

BETHLEHEM, PA. (September 5, 2017) – Unbeaten rising contender
Mario Barrios (19-0, 11 KOs) will battle Naim Nelson (13-3, 1
KO)  in  a  10-round  super  lightweight  bout  that  headlines
Premier Boxing Champions TOE-TO-TOE TUESDAYS on FS1 and BOXEO
DE CAMPEONES on FOX Deportes Tuesday, September 19 from Sands
Bethlehem Events Center in Bethlehem, Pa.

Televised coverage begins at 10 p.m. ET/7 p.m. PT and will
feature an eight-round matchup between unbeaten featherweight
prospects Stephen Fulton (11-0, 5 KOs) and Adam Lopez (8-0, 3
KOs) plus undefeated prospect Earl Newman (10-0, 7 KOs) taking
on  Paul  Parker  (8-2,  4  KOs)  in  an  eight-round  light
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heavyweight  attraction.

“I’m  thrilled  to  be  fighting  once  again  on  FS1  and  FOX
Deportes, especially as the main event,” said Barrios. “I have
a tough hometown fighter in Naim Nelson standing in my way. My
goal is to be explosive and give the fans a great performance.
I’m very thankful for all the opportunities that have come my
way and I’m going to take full advantage of the situation come
fight night.”

“I am at a different stage of my career now,” said Nelson. “I
have experienced losses, but I learned you have to keep on
fighting. I am the best and most experienced guy Barrios has
fought. He’s is a good fighter and has a good coach in Virgil
Hunter. He is tall and that’s what jumps out about him. But
being tall is not everything. I am training hard and I expect
a great fight from him.”

A tall fighter for his division at more than six feet, the 21-
year-old Barrios picked up seven victories in a jam-packed
2015 in which he stopped five opponents inside the distance
and  followed  it  up  in  2016  with  three  more  victories,
including a 12-round decision over Devis Boschiero in July.
The San Antonio native began his 2017 campaign with a stoppage
victory over Yardley Suarez on the Keith Thurman vs. Danny
Garcia undercard in Brooklyn in March and followed it up with
a knockout victory over Jose Luis Rodriguez in June. He makes
his third appearance on FS1 and FOX Deportes on September 19
and his first as the main event.

The 27-year-old Nelson won his first 12 pro fights before
dropping a decision to former world champion Mickey Bey in



December 2015 but bounced back with a decision victory over
Carlos Velasquez. Fighting out of nearby Philadelphia, Nelson
has recently challenged top contender Alejandro Luna and last
fought in Bethlehem against Tre’Sean Wiggins in April.

Born  and  raised  in  West  Philadelphia,  Fulton  defeated
previously unbeaten Luis Rosario in April after a 2016 that
saw him stop then unbeaten Adalberto Zorrilla and Cristian
Renteria. The 23-year-old is unbeaten since turning pro in
2014 and will be looking to make it a perfect 12 wins in 12
pro starts when he enters the ring on September 19.

The 21-year-old Lopez has beaten fighters with a combined
record of 13-0-1 in his last three fights including a victory
in July over Paul Romero. Fighting out of Glendale, Calif.,
Lopez has picked up four victories this year as he prepares
for his toughest opponent to date and his first fight on the
east coast.

A former New York Golden Gloves champion, Newman has shown
impressive power in stopping seven of his first ten opponents
since turning pro in 2014. The 26-year-old out of Brooklyn is
coming in off of a victory over then once-beaten Leo Hall and
a stoppage over Dustin Craig Echard last year. Newman has
fought  professionally  since  2014  and  won  his  first  eight
fights in his first two years as a pro.

Representing  Toledo,  Ohio,  Parker  has  challenged  top
contenders  Sullivan  Barrera  and  Vyacheslav  Shabranskyy
sandwiched around a victory over Lionell Thompson in 2016. The
32-year-old has fought professionally since 2012 and won his
first seven fights before stepping up in competition.

Super Featherweight Contender
Edner  Cherry  Wins  Tough
Decision Over Omar Douglas in
Main Event of Premier Boxing
Champions TOE-TO-TOE TUESDAYS
on FS1 & BOXEO DE CAMPEONES
on FOX Deportes Tuesday Night
from  Sands  Bethlehem  Events
Center in Bethlehem, Pa.
BETHLEHEM, PA. (April 5, 2017) – Former title challenger Edner
Cherry (36-7-2, 19 KOs) won a competitive decision over Omar
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Douglas (17-2, 12 KOS) in the main event of Premier Boxing
Champions TOE-TO-TOE TUESDAYS on FS1 and BOXEO DE CAMPEONES on
FOX Deportes Tuesday night from Sands Bethlehem Events Center
in Bethlehem, Pa.

Cherry came out aggressive from the opening bell, landing a
strong left hook and backing up Douglas early and often over
the first few rounds. Douglas attempted to control the fight
with his jab and movement and had some success moving his head
to avoid many of the power punches from Cherry.

Douglas did well as he increased his attack to the body in the
middle rounds and continued to move backward to avoid the
power punches being thrown by Cherry. The differing styles
left  the  judges  with  a  decision  to  make  in  weighing  the
movement and technique of Douglas versus the aggression of
Cherry.

In the end, the consistency of Cherry’s attack, who frequently
targeted  Douglas  with  combinations  to  the  head,  was  more
effective in the minds of the judges. The final score totals
were 98-92 and 96-94 twice for Cherry.

Additional  action  featured  Philadelphia’s  Stephen  Fulton
(11-0, 5 KOs) earning a unanimous decision over previously
unbeaten Luis Rosario (8-1-1, 7 KOs) in their eight-round
super bantamweight contest.

Rosario was the more aggressive fighter in the early rounds,
but it was Fulton who timed his opponent first and built up an
early  lead  with  a  combination  of  check  hooks  and  power
punches. Fulton was patient against the attack-minded Rosario
and was able to counter effectively while avoiding Rosario’s
power punches.

Fulton  continued  to  have  success  in  the  middle  rounds  as
Rosario’s attack slowed, but the Puerto Rican fighter came out
with  an  increased  level  of  aggression  in  round  seven  and
tagged Fulton during several exciting exchanges.



Despite  the  increasing  pressure,  Fulton  was  able  to  stay
composed and fend off Rosario over the final two rounds on his
way to winning a unanimous decision by scores of 78-74, 79-73
and 80-72.

The opening bout of the telecast saw Bethlehem’s Frank DeAlba
(22-2-2,  9  KOs)  score  a  unanimous  decision  over  Ryan
Kielczweski  (26-3,  8  KOs)  in  an  eight-round  super
featherweight  bout.

The hometown fighter got off to a slow start as Kielczweski
appeared to control the early rounds using his movement and
tagging the southpaw with right hands. DeAlba began to work on
the inside of his opponent and found more success starting in
the fourth round.

Once he had closed the distance, DeAlba began to land hooks to
the head and smothered much of Kielczweski’s offense. With an
increased emphasis on body-punching in the late rounds, DeAlba
turned the tide of the fight in the judges’ minds and earned a
unanimous decision by scores of 77-75 twice and 80-72.

EDNER CHERRY

“I take my hat off to Douglas. I thought I pulled out the
victory. I tried to press for it but it was a back and forth
fight.
